If you child does not have access to a suitable bike but would still like to participate, please contact the school office as soon as possible to request a cycle/helmet from the Training Provider. This may not be possible if insufficient notice is given. 

All Balances bikes and helmets will be provided by the Training Provider.  

Riders should dress appropriately for the weather conditions, sensible footwear and bring any medication required – please inform the school.
